Working with Parents

Parents are always welcome at Park School Day Nursery, they are valued, listened to and invited to take part in their child’s learning experiences.

The nursery wishes to ensure that parents are part of the care and education team within the nursery. We recognise and support parents as their child’s first and most important educators.

Parents and children will be invited to the nursery/pre-school session/s to meet and spend time meeting everyone. A detailed Parent File is available which contains all nursery policies, procedures and other nursery information.

Parents will be given details of the Admissions Policy and a Welcome Pack that contains our Arrangements and Conditions, Fee List, Early Years Funding Fact sheet and other information relating to the nursery.

There is a regularly updated notice board in the entrance which displays a variety of local community information.

The Pre-school and Day Nursery doors continually display information for parents regarding activities, experiences and links with home.

Each child will be allocated a key person so daily information can be shared. Key persons are available to pass on information at the beginning and end of sessions/day or for a more private meeting appointments can be arranged. There are also home books for passing on information.

Parents are invited to an open evening to meet staff, look around the nursery and have an introduction to the EYFS (Early Years Foundation Stage). There is also a parent’s evening to discuss their child’s progress and a parent share a time session to work with their child.

The children’s achievements are shared with parents through Learning Journeys that include children’s own work; these can be discussed regularly with a key person. Parents are given the opportunity to contribute to these records and home books. 

The nursery will support and offer guidance in an appropriately sensitive manner.

Resources are available to share at home with your child such as Story Sacks and Travelling Ted.

We welcome you as parents and look forward to a happy and successful partnership. The nursery believes that working together will create a secure and enjoyable atmosphere where children can enhance their development and learning.
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
